In October 2008 somebody called in to tell us that there were
some abandoned chickens in poor condition in the wetland area
in Kioreroa Road. Rachael, Andrea, Sunel and Rachael’s
children went over to see if they could see them and catch them.

Nobody could believe their eyes when they arrived, there were
brown chickens everywhere. There were dead ones lying on the
ground, the rest were huddled together, skinny and very
bedraggled looking. When they were offered food they went
berserk trying to get to it, they were starving! It took some time,
but they were all rounded up and brought overto the SPCA.

Suddenly we had 70 chickens to accommodate and feed. We
rushed round trying to find temporary cages for them while
their condition was assessed. 4 had to be euthanized as they had
broken legs or were too damaged to survive. The rest would
need homes quickly We all got on the phone to friends and other
people we knew that might be able to take one or two

more. Thankfully when people heard their story they opened
their hearts and took them home.
